D. Presentation of 2016 Audited Financial Statements (by MRSB)

G. Review and decision of RFP received for Summer Garden/Flower Maintenance 

MOTION by C. Dunphy and seconded by C. Thibodeau to hire Naburrs Gardens from Montague to 

Maintain the Town’s flower beds for the summer season of 2017 as per proposal submitted by request of 

Admin and Chairperson of Community Improvements.  Three were requested, two were received. It is 

recommended that we take the lower of the two which is Naburrs.  All in favour.  Motion carried.
